• Coordinate gear packing ready for equipment transport to Victoria.  
• Coordinate gear unpacking after the Jamboree.  
• Ensure logistics expenditure is in line with approved budget allocations. 
• Actively engage in all meetings of the Contingent Support Team.  
• Contribute to the Contingent Risk Management Plan.  
• Be a member of the advance and rear party.

They should be available during the lead 
up to and the full duration of the event including as a member of the advance and rear party.
